AGFUND announced the start of nomination period for AGFUND
International Prize for Pioneering Human Development Projects.
The 2016 theme is Empowerment and Social Integration of
Refugees and Internally Displaced People.

ministries and public institutions, national NGOs and qualified . . g g
experts worldwide to submit nominations for the 2016 AGFUND
International Prize for Pioneering Human Development which
worth US$ 500,000.

In particular, the Prize covers the four categories as follows:

e First Category (US$ 200,000). Innovative projects that support the developing countries’ programs &
polices for the empowerment and social integration of refugees and internally displaced people (For
projects implemented by UN, international or regional organizations).

e Second Category (US$ 150,000). The NGOs-led efforts for the empowerment and social integration of
refugees and internally displaced people (For projects implemented by national NGOs.

e Third Category (US$ 100,000). Innovative governmental projects for the empowerment and social
integration of refugees and internally displaced people (For projects by ministries and public institutions).

e Fourth Category (US$ 50,000). Individual-led initiatives for the empowerment and social integration of
refugees and internally displaced people (For projects initiated, sponsored and/or implemented by
individuals)

The deadline for receiving nominations is June 30, 2016.

AGFUND International Prize for Pioneering Human Development Projects was established in 1999 by the
Arab Gulf Programme for Development (AGFUND), with the aim of inciting and encouraging innovation and
creativity in the areas of human development. The idea of the Prize was stemmed from AGFUND’s approach
to enhance development performance and support key development projects in order to achieve the goal of
sustainability and investment in people. In the AGFUND website information is available on the Winners of
the International Prize 2015 in the field of Alleviation of unemployment among youth.

AGFUND Prize offers a very important opportunity for human development actors as it seeks to identify
successful projects, reward them and disseminate their innovative ideas.
