Prize on Empowering Youth through Entrepreneurships and Job Opportunities

AGFUND International Prize for Pioneering Human Development Projects was established in
1999 by the Arab Gulf Programme for Development (AGFUND), with the aim of inciting and
encouraging innovation and creativity in areas of human development. The idea behind this
Prize stemmed from AGFUND’s approach and interest in development performances that
support human development projects and that achieve sustainable investment in people.

It seeks to identify successful human development projects, to reward them and disseminate
their innovative ideas that contribute to the improvement and the progress of human
conditions. Since its foundation, AGFUND has contributed to supporting and financing of
1,224 projects in 133 developing countries. Until now, 952 projects have already been
completed and 316 projects are under implementation.

This prize could offer a very important opportunity for the actors involved in IDEASS, to
present innovative projects, in view to enhance the impact of actions oriented to young
people.
